Election Process – key dates 4th May 2023
8th September - Rutland Water partnership - Peter Vickers

Brings together businesses around Rutland Water but has no clear mandate. The Monitoring officer had looked into the situation with the understanding being that terms of reference be revised. There is representation from the parishes but, unlike the businesses the parishes do not have voting rights. Hambleton parish have submitted a letter requesting voting right. The special meeting to look at the terms of reference was cancelled possibly because the legal advice to the Chief executive, that was not shared with the partnership, was that there was no need to review them. 
PV had two opinions, the optimistic one is that no change is needed to give the parishes a voice because they already have one, the pessimistic opinion is that the parishes are being shut out. The feeling of EWPC is that the process is becoming a waste of time.
