Crime update

Melton and Rutland have taken 182 reports in the last 7 days, these reports range from Anti
-social behaviour, safeguarding through to various crime. Here is a snapshot of what we
have been dealing with:

The ‘spidey sense’ of two proactive response officer's PC Pears and PC Gill was in full effect
on Friday evening in Rutland, resulting in a fantastic vehicle stop and search % &

Officers discovered and seized a large quantity of class A and class B drugs making their way
into the county from another neighbouring county. As well as the drugs, over £1,500 worth of
cash was seized along with a weapon, other drug paraphernalia and the vehicle being driven.

An adult male was arrested on suspicion of being concerned in the supply of class A con-
trolled drugs, possession of an offensive weapon, as well as an offence that occurred two
days prior out of county. The investigations are ongoing. & Another excellent example by the
officers involved in dealing with those that cause the most harm to our community! &
